Growing Te Arawa Researchers while helping our
Marae

A group of Te Arawa researchers has been brought
together to gather information on how marae can
be better supported as centres of excellence for
hapu development, and the recruitment of
researchers will also help build research capability
within Te Arawa.

Three community researchers — Tireni Ratema
(Pikirangi/Ruamata), Whakarongotai Hokowhitu (Te
Awhe) and Tui Ransfield (multiple marae
affiliations), along with Taunakitia Te Marae
Scholarship recipient Merehira Savage (Ngafi
Rongomai affiliate trustee), will be the primary
gatherers of information for the Taunakitia Te Marae
project.

The team were chosen for their research
experience, iwi networks and ability to facilitate
focus groups, and in the coming weeks will be
looking at identifying whanau from within the
marae communities of as many Te PUmautanga o
Te Arawa (TPT) affiliated marae as possible.

The Taunakitia Te Marae project is being funded by
